and abide.

In effect, our townhouse community is a “quasi-baess”, operating with a board of directors,
members (property owners), management (communitager), and advisors (committee
members). The business has the sensitive tasidarfiding individual property rights with the
preservation and enhancement of property valugsraial expense and inconvenience to the
members.

Please review your Declaration of Covenants, Candhf and Restrictions (CC&Rs) document.
The CC&Rs address aesthetics, safety, and orgamahtopics necessary to maintain an
environment where 118 resident families can liveanmony. The intent of the document is to
assure each homeowner and resident that all merab#tre community are properly informed
SO as not to adversely impact the quiet enjoymedtproperty values of others.

The Guidelines booklet is designed to augment éadzbeate on the relevant information
contained in the CC&Rs, hopefully in a more “usee+idly” manner. Please read and
familiarize yourself with the information containbdrein:

Owner Responsibilities

Owners are responsible for the following:

1) Providing residents of their unit with a copy thie Association’s Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CC&Rs), Byldws.

2) Providing residents of their unit with a copy $éction Threeof the LakeRidge
Guidelines.

3) Ensuring that residents and guests of their comply with the Association’s rules
and the Town of Cary ordinances and laws.

4) Paying all assessments, fines and charges ety residents and/or guests at their
unit(s) and within the LakeRidge community.

Enforcement of Rules through Management Company

The Association, through the Board of Directors HreArchitectural Control Committee
(ACC), may enforce Association covenants & regalai Every owner, as a member of the
Association, has the right to proactively ensugedbvenants & regulations are adhered to.
However, to maintain cooperation and harmony witheancommunity, we recommend that
enforcement of LakeRidge covenants & regulationsbade directly through the management
company.

If a neighborly reminder does not work or is vittyampracticable or impossible, please contact
the management company with any homeowners asisociatated problems that need
resolution.

The management company makes periodic checks dfgbeciation areas for obvious
infractions of the governing documents. The marege company follows a written protocol
and informs an offending party by mail of any irttians of regulations. By this method, the
Association is able to maintain adequate recordspancedural control over violations without
creating animosity between neighbors. We all pagugh our annual dues for the management
company to manage community problems. Our Asdsoaiatorks best if we let the
management company perform its duties for the hieofedll of us.

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Insurance

To fully protect themselves and their neighborsnbowners must carry adequate property and
casualty insurance on their townhome unit. Theo&isgion currently maintains coverage,
among other coverages, on the common ground imprewnts (gazebo, mail kiosks and
bridges), and errors and omissions coverage foBtlaed of Directors.

ASSESSMENT GUIDELINES

Wherever owners share common items, such as iodets, and grounds, it becomes necessary
to manage those shared features on behalf of @émy To ensure the maintenance and
improvement of the common areas and the buildingse community, the Association must pay
for operating expenses such as exterior repaiosingls maintenance, irrigation, painting,
management company fees, and insurance premiumeddition, the Association must
accumulate reserves for the replacement of cafetal such as streets, roofs, gutters,
walkways, mail kiosks, etc.

As defined in the CC&Rs, each owner bears equpabresbility for the types of expenses
mentioned in the paragraph above.

The Board of Directors, which is the governing bodlyhe Association, calculates monthly
Assessments by estimating annual expenses, dividitige number of townhome units (118),
then dividing by twelve.

Special Assessments, as defined and set forttei€@&Rs, Article VI, Section 6, are calculated
by estimating the total expense, and dividing Byrtbbmber of townhome units (118).

Assessments are liens, as recorded in the LakeRidGE&Rs, and the Master Covenants
for Preston Village.

Assessments Payments and Fines

Due Date and How to Pay

LakeRidge Townhomes unit owners are required totywaydifferent Regular Assessments to
two separateAssociations:

Preston Village Homeowners Association, our Ma&tsociation, has an Annual
Assessment due once a year on January 1 of each yea

LakeRidge Townhomes Homeowners association hashanah Assessment due in
twelve equal monthly payments on the first dayaufrecalendar month.

The unit owner is responsible in all cases forfthieand timely payment of assessments.

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Unpaid Assessments

Unpaid Regular Assessments (monthly or annual care$)npaid Association Special
Assessments are enforced by the Association pladieg on the defaulting property.
Attorney and other collection fees are also assessagainst the defaulting property.

Payment of Fines (Individual Special Assessments)

Fines are treated like Individual Special Assesgmand, if unpaid, are enforced by placing a
lien on the defaulting property. Attorney and atbellection fees are also assessed against

the defaulting property. Fines can be from $50vp@ation to as much as $100 per week for

continuing violations.

Management Company

The Association contracts annually with a managemempany to administer the every day
affairs of the Association. The management caléoé monthly dues, pays the bills, keeps and
maintains Association records, and performs peciodipections of LakeRidge for covenant
violations and routine maintenance problems. Theagement company also handles
homeowners association related complaints and @mabfrom homeowners.

Board of Directors

The LakeRidge Homeowners Association currentlyfh@smembers on the Board of Directors.
The term length is three years, with staggeredraipn dates to ensure continuity. Board
member elections take place at the Annual MeetiryBoard member vacates the Board for
any reason, the vacancy may be filled by the selecif a successor by the remaining Directors,
who will serve for the remainder of the unexpiredht of his/her predecessor. Refer to the By-
Laws of the LakeRidge Homeowners Association, lAdicle VII, for a description of the
powers and duties of the Board of Directors

Officers of the Board of Directors are PresiderniteWPresident, Treasurer, and Secretary. They
are elected by the members of the Board, and seteen of one (1) year. Refer to the By-Laws
of the LakeRidge Homeowners Association, Inc.,@et\VIIl, for a description of the duties of
the Officers.

The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) consistsat least three members and usually
meets thesecond Thursday of each montlat a committee member’'s home on a rotating basis.
Meetings usually begin &pm.

Architectural Control Committee (ACC) Purpose

The ACC reviews and approves all exterior modifaatpplications, subject to the Board of
Directors final determination. The ACC performsipéic inspections of the common areas
and exterior of the townhomes for compliance wisdciation governing documents. The
ACC advises the Board of Directors and reportsrary-compliance to it. The committee
also maintains a database of ACC applications oh gavnhome address.

Architectural Control Committee (ACC) Responsibility

The ACC develops and promulgates policy guidelioespplication in the modification
review process, subject to the approval of the Be&Directors. Policy guidelines include
(a) specific review procedures, (b) objectivesedi@w, and (c) criteria used as standards in
promoting the required objectives. The policy gliltes may also include specific design
practices that, though optional, are generally piadde methods for achieving the required
objectives in particular design problems frequeetigountered by the Association. The
policy guidelines are intended to assist homeowaedsthe Association in the ongoing
process of community design. Policy guidelines mayeasonably modified and
supplemented from time to time, subject to the ayglrof the Board of Directors, and on due
notice to the members. Updates to the Guidelindswiprovided to the members.

Grounds Committee

The Grounds Committee (GC) shall consist of attléas resident members appointed by the
Association's Board of Directors and shall be diye@sponsible to the Board. The GC
normally meets the second Monday of each montlcatranittee member’s home on a rotating
basis — usually starting at 7:00 PM.

Grounds Committee Purpose

Recognizing that landscaping, open space, and egppEasets LakeRidge apart from many
townhome developments, the LakeRidge Board of Borechas charged the Grounds
Committee with leading and monitoring efforts ainagrotecting and enhancing LakeRidge
amenities.

The LakeRidge Social and Welcome Committee is caagrof a group of LakeRidge
residents whose goal is to promote and plan nerfldoal social functions and welcome new
residents thus developing good relationships aackasing the friendliness, safety and well
being of our community.

Annual Meeting

This meeting is held once a year to present adt¥ets Report of the previous year’s
activities, review the past year’s financial pemi@ance, present the Budget for the coming
year, elect Officers to fill the expiring termsafrrent Officers, hear Committee Reports from
their respective chairpersons, update members diB@iness topics, and bring any New
Business items before the Members.

Board of Director's Meetings

These meetings are held on a periodic basis, ysualhthly, to receive a report from the
management company, review the Treasurer’s rejpeat, reports from Committee
chairpersons, review Old Business items, and etekiew Business items.

Most Board meetings are open to LakeRidge memlmetsiee led off with a “Homeowners
Forum” where residents can express their view&ravard items of interest that they would
like to bring to the Board’s attention. If therteébeing brought up has some amount of
complexity to it, it may be a good idea to provitle Secretary with a written copy.

Based on the topics to be discussed at some Boagtings, residents may be asked to leave
after the Homeowners Forum or, in some instancay,mot be invited to attend a particular
meeting.

A notice of the date and time of the meeting, aheétiver a Homeowners Forum will be
included, is posted on the LakeRidge website anldeamail kiosks prior to the meeting.

Minutes of Board meetings are kept on file with omanagement company and may be
viewed by a homeowner upon request. Copies cabtaened for a nominal charge per page.

Special Meetings
Special meetings of the members may be calledyatime by the Board, or by any member,
pursuant to a written request by at least ten perd€%) of the total membership. The

notice of the Special Meeting shall state the tand place of the meeting and the purpose
thereof. No business shall be transacted at a&péeeting except as stated in the notice.

ANNUAL MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES

Termite Inspections

The Association maintains, and assessments pag fermite infestation inspection. An annual
inspection of the exterior and, as possible, therior of garage perimeter concrete footings of
all townhome units is made to detect for termitevéy.

Homeowners are given prior notice by the Assoamtibthe time of the inspection and are
required to make the interior of their garageslawée for inspection of the perimeter concrete
footings. Termite inspections are limited to thasonably visible portions of the concrete
footings. Homeowners are encouraged to clear withelve to eighteen inches of the concrete
footing perimeter so the termite inspector can mekemplete inspection of their interior garage
perimeter.

Rain Gutter Cleaning

Rain gutter cleaning is an annual maintenance itéryour gutters need special attention, please
notify the management company. Homeowners shariddgically check the ends of
downspouts for clogging and locate the open entletoncrete rain diverters to direct water
away from foundations to prevent excess moistuma fcollecting at the foundation.

Mulch

The Association applies mulch as necessary, to comarea tree bases, and townhome front and
rear flowerbeds. Every effort is made to keep maccumulation from within six inches of
building perimeters as accumulations can attrantites and insects, and develop molds and
fungi. As a completely outside activity, no notisagiven.
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SECTION 2 - ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

ARCHITECTURAL OVERVIEW

Architectural regulations and procedures addregsradification (i.e., change, addition or
deletion) that affects the front side and rear mot@ppearance of your townhome. The
Architectural Control Committee (ACC), under thetairity of the governing documents and the
Board of Directorgrefer to CC & R Article VIII, Section 1 - 8eviews and enforces
Association architectural guidelines.

Research has shown that property values are b&tsirsed in developments where appearance
standards are most effectively maintained. To aatish this in a community where residences
are densely located, it is necessary to maintaimestegree of consistency of appearance. In
implementing these guidelines, we recognize an owkesire for individuality and inclination
for minimal intrusion. The ACC will work with honog/ners to accommodate as much
individuality as is reasonably possible for a towme community.

These regulations, developed from the governingish@nts and under ACC and Board of
Directors’ authority, necessitate that the ownesdlely responsible for maintaining
modifications made to the owner’s unit, the lialgibbf which is passed on to subsequent
purchasers.

Architectural Control Committee (ACC)

All exterior modifications must be presented to A@&C for review and approval prior to the
start of any work.

Any conflict in these guidelines or Association a@C decisions is resolved by the following
operation of law: (in order of priority)
- North Carolina statutes,
The LakeRidge Articles of Incorporation and Suppeatal Articles if any,
The LakeRidge Covenants, Conditions and Restristion
The LakeRidge By-laws, and the Resolutions

EXTERIOR MODIFICATIONS

Modification Restrictions

No building, structure, fence, wall or projectionrh a structure, whether temporary or
permanent, or affixed to the building or the groustthll be commenced, erected, maintained,
improved, or altered, nor any grading, excavatimee or shrub removal, planting, change of
exterior color or other modification shall be dameich in any way alters the exterior
appearance of any lot or improvement without therperitten approval of the ACC. Among its
responsibilities, the ACC considers:

(a) the harmony and location of the exterior changelation to

(b) the character of the exterior materials

(c) the quality of the workmanship.
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Prior Written ACC Approval Required

The current ACC application form must be completeits entirety and signed by the
homeowner before the ACC committee will consideTite application must be submitted ten
(10) days before the ACC meeting in order to béexkggd at that month’s meeting. Refer to
Appendix C for Architectural Modification Instruotis and Application Form.

To ensure conformity to the overall design of Lakdgfe and compliance with its governing
documents, an owner must obtain written approwhfthe ACCheforemaking any
modifications to the_exterioof the owner’s property Modifications must not detract from the
quality of the neighborhood and must be compatitk the design character of the original
developer’s overall plan, structures and landsa@apin

The management company will notify all applicarftthe ACC’s decision. Approval of plans

or parts of plans does not guarantee acceptarsindér subsequent proposals from any owner.
The approval letter will stipulate whether the owaethe Association is responsible for the
maintenance or repair of the modification. The A@®oard of Directors may enumerate
additional stipulations and requirements.

Default Approval

Should there be a situation where the ACC faileegpond to an application the following
process will be followed:
ACC applications are submitted to the ACC as ineidabove.
If the ACC fails to respond, the homeowner mustiesq, in writing, a final decision.
If the ACC has still not responded in forty-fivebjddays then the application is
approved as submitted.

Appeals

To appeal a request that has been disapprovedebAGR, an applicant must submit a written
request to the Board of Directors through the mansnt company within thirty (30) days
following written notice of disapproval. The regtishould address the reason(s) stated in the
ACC letter of disapproval and provide any additianéormation necessary for

reconsideration by the board. The appeal will@esalered at the next regularly scheduled
board meeting following receipt of a timely appebi.cases of appeal, the decision is final.
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LANDSCAPING

General Information

LakeRidge Townhomes Association encourages homeasvmaccent their homes with
landscaping elements. Landscaping is one of nnegtuént and cost-effective modifications a
homeowner can do around the home. Landscapingd@d@an immediate personal touch and
increase the value of one's home. It is suggebtchomeowners seek professional assistance
when making extensive landscape modifications.e@dwommon landscaping requesihjch
need ACC approvalbeforeany landscaping modification include, but are not limited to, the
following:

Tree removal and planting - Flower Gardens
Landscape beds (natural areas) - Planters
Vegetable Gardens - Rear patio slab extensions

Water Gardens

In general, when landscaping, one should limitdin@nge in grading of the property to insure
proper drainage away from the foundation as wetlvaay from the neighboring properties.
Additionally, the planting of shrubs and trees dddae made in such a manner that they will not
impede the vision of motorists. Below are a fewh& major categories under landscaping and
some standard rules of thumb, which must be coreside

Tree Removal and Planting The Association is dedicated to preserve anceptdohe trees and
plants in the common areas. Living trees, shrulolspdants will not be removed unless they
adversely affect the owner's home. Trees and shhatt are dead or present a hazard will receive
priority review. ACC approval is requirdabforeany tree or shrub removal or planting.

Landscape BedsNatural areas incorporating landscape beds shmutdade in proportion to the
home and property and designed to drain away fr@muhit and neighboring foundations.

Vegetable and Water GardensThese types of gardens should be located in Hreysed out of
view from the street. Vegetable gardens shoulklepe clean and clear of high growing weeds
when in the off-season. Water gardens and fountamst be planned to protect against accidents
(e.g., electrocution or drowning). Town of Carylding permits may be required.

Flower Gardens Flower gardens are highly encouraged, but typgdasits and placement must
have prior ACC approval. See page 2.7 for furthetails.

Rear patio slab extensions and concrete slalisach townhome unit has a standard rear concrete
patio slab for each of the four models. Most matiay be extended to two predetermined
dimensions and shapes,. Exceptions to these coafigns are possible by approval of the ACC.
See appendix B

Existing patio slabs may be covered with mategalssistent with the natural concrete color, or

with flagstone, slate or brick. Repair or replaeatof existing concrete slabs, if necessary, must
be of the same dimensions, materials and coldreékisting concrete.
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Landscaping and Planting

Written approval from the ACC is requiredor to:
Planting any vegetation other than flowers in éxgstdefined mulched areas.
Placing lawn accessories on the grounds outsideutthed areas.
Planting climbing plants, such as ivy.
Residents are responsible for the maintenanceyoplamtings they undertake including
weeding, trimming, and proper removal and disposdead vegetation.
Residents are responsible for the cost of repairddmage caused by their plantings to
common areas and neighbors’ properties.

AWNINGS

An awning must be approved by the A@fior to installation.

The homeowner is solely responsible for all co$isstallation, maintenance, repair, replacement
and removal of the awning. The homeowner is furtiadely responsible for costs associated with
any damage that might occur as a result of therayvnistallations such as, but not limited to, rot
from moisture trapped by the awning or its mechanighe homeowner is also responsible for all
costs of any modifications required such as relngatownspouts, or adding electrical service or
supporting devices. The Association assumes metdir indirect liability for the awning, its
mechanism or its maintenance. A building permreguired for electrical wiring changes.

DETERIORATION

If at any time the Board of Directors becomes avadir@ property that has deteriorated to the point
that it is affecting the aesthetics, health or tyadé the community, the Board or the ACC will make
a site inspection. The ACC, if requested by tharBpwill make a recommendation for action to be
taken by the Board of Directors.

Based on the severity of the deterioration, the dmmamer will be given a specified period of time in
which to make the necessary corrections. If, dftat time, the corrections have not been effected
to the satisfaction of the Board, the Board hasotiigation of enforcement as described in Article
VI, Section 10 of the CC&Rs.

LANDSCAPE LIGHTING

Owners may install exterior landscape lighting sabjo ACC approval, which must meet the
following minimum specifications:

No more than six fixtures

Black matte finish with frosted glass or plastitesits approximately 18" high fixtures

30 volts or less low voltage system, preferablya®s

Spaced at approximately 4 foot intervals and wighinches from the inside, house edge of

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EXTERIOR MAINTENANCE

The exterior maintenance of each townhome is doenthe purview of the Board of Directors,
and with input from the ACC when necessary. Egtdtems such as caulking and painting, yard
maintenance, common area landscaping and shinugé @nd replacement are reserved in the
Association's budget to ensure the proper maintmaepairs and replacement. The long-term
exterior maintenance of the building units is thesdciation's responsibility as determined by the
Board of Directors.

The Association isot responsible for any interior maintenance of any Urne Association isot
responsible for windows and doors (except for eatgrainting), window and door glass, light
bulbs, concrete sidewalks, driveways and patiosslab

Lawn maintenance is a regular maintenance iterhefssociation. Each individual unit owner,
however has a responsibility for keeping their giard (front, rear and side) in a neat and
presentable condition, including keeping littegygoboxes, tools, and supplies off the premises and
also including watering rear yards (and side yéodsertain units) that are not served by the
sprinkler system.

EXTERIOR PAINTING

The exterior painting of trim and siding on all tsnin LakeRidge shall be maintained by the
Association andhot by individual unit owners. Painting shall be ircadance with the schedule set
forth by the Board of Directors for timely mainterce. Homeowners may “touch-up” the paint on
their homes providing the correct paint is useée(8ppendix B)

FENCES

With the exception of the patio privacy fences mradjy installed during the construction of the
units, no other structural fencing is permitted.akeRidge. The ACC will review natural

vegetative fencing plans that do not create a kstde” appearance, but make creative use of plants
and trees to create privacy and visual screening.

Pet Control “Invisible” Fencing

“Invisible” electrical fencing is permitted but ntugceive ACC approval. The fencing system
must meet the following specifications:
1) The electrical antenna system must be adequateigd;
2) The system must not extend beyond the owneopasty lines and must not encroach
into common areas;
3) Marker flags must be removed within forty-fivéb] days;
4) During the forty-five (45) day period, the marklags must be removed on days
during lawn mowing, seeding or fertilizing;
5) The pet owner must comply with all other Asstioraand Town of Cary pet rules.
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SATELLITE DISHES & ANTENNAS
ALL SATELLITE DISHES AND ANTENNAS MUST HAVEPRIORACC APPROVAL.

Owners must provide written notice to the AG€foreinstallation of an exterior satellite dish. A
satellite dish may be located on any lot provideat tt meets the following requirements:
- The satellite dish shall be one meter (39.37 incbekess in diameter.
The satellite dish should nbée located on any roof.
The satellite dish should be mounted on the badndhe side of the owner's townhome
unless otherwise required to avoid diminished digdawever, this does not relieve owner
of responsibility for obtaining ACC approval pritar mounting. .
The satellite dish and connecting wires shall bmesnspicuous as possible from public
view.
All mounting fasteners shall be adequately seadginat water intrusion.

Any damage caused by installation of a dish, rdgasdof the location will be the sole
responsibility of the homeowner.

These guidelines do not waive more stringent Toiv@ary requirements or any required
Town of Cary permits.
No roof-mounted antennas are permitted.

SCREENING, LATTICEWORK, PATIOS, AND PLANTERS

Any screening, latticework, changes to existinggsator permanently positioned planters require
written approval from the ACGeforeinstallation.

Air Conditioner and Utility Screening

Screens for air conditioners and utility fixturesshbe no higher than 30 inches. Screens may be
constructed of horizontal hardboard siding simitathe privacy walls or of diagonal latticework.
Window or wall-through air conditioners are notmpéted.

Screened-in Porch

Most townhomes were pre-designed to accommodateearsed-in porch area at the rear of the
unit. Appendix B contains a standard screenedmstpspecification but is not specific to any one
particular unit. A detailed preliminary scaleddrng provided by a registered engineer or
architect, including overall length, width, deptidaheight dimensions, verification of concrete
footings and detail of the pitched roofline conmatto the adjacent unit.is required. The type and
color of materials must be specified. Screenedhmsenust meet Town of Cary building codes and
will require a building permit since it is a strurl addition. Owners requesting modifications may
be required to record a statement to this effethteit cost with the Wake County Register of
Deeds.
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Sun Porch

If you are requesting to build a sun porch roonyour concrete patio slab, you will need to submit
an ACC application with a scaled drawing of the parch, showing overall length, width, depth
and height dimensions, amdrification of concrete footings The type and color of materials and
type of glass must be specified. Like the screengubrch, a building permit must be obtained. If
you are converting a screened-in porch to a suchpgou must follow ACC guidelines and check
with the Town of Cary building department for permgiquirements. Owners requesting
modifications may be required to record a staterteetttis effect at their cost with the Wake
County Register of Deeds.

ALWAYS USE A QUALIFIED CONTRACTOR TO PERFORM ANY &NIFICANT
MODIFICATION AS IT AFFECTS THE VALUE NOT ONLY OF Y@R UNIT, BUT OF YOUR
NEIGHBORS AND THE ENTIRE ASSOCIATION.

Sunroom

A sunroom differs from a sun porch in that the som requires added electrical outlets and
heating and air conditioning, in addition to windglazing. If you are requesting to build a
sunroom, you will need to submit a scaled drawihthe sunroom, showing overall length, width,
depth and height dimensions for ACC approval. Atlee type and color of materials and type of
glass must be specified. If you are convertingraened-in or sun porch to a sunroom and are
making any exterior modifications, you must follé&ZC guidelines. You must also check with the
Town of Cary building department for permit requiaents. Owners requesting modifications may
be required to record a statement to this effethtet cost with the Wake County Register of
Deeds.

Window Planter Boxes

Window planter boxes may be installed only on #er windows of a unit. The homeowner must
submit sufficient details about size, installatibox lining and plant types for ACC approyaior
to installation. Specifications for planter boxs:
- Constructed of any durable material

White, un-textured and undecorated

Compatible with the white trim on the townhouses

No wider than the white trim that frames the window

Supporting brackets must be as inconspicuous ashjes

Plants must be adequately maintained ramtchrtificial

Free of dead vegetation

The box must be mounted and installed in a safesandre manner. The homeowner is solely
responsible for the planter boxes, and all damagsed by the installation, use and/or removal.
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Window Glass, Storm and Screen Doors

Storm and screen doors for front or rear entrareggire ACC approvdeforeinstallation.

Storm doors must be:

Clear, full view, un-etched and undecorated glass;

Black enamel metal frame; and

Brass hardware.

The Association is not responsible for paintinghfrdoor surfaces behind glass storm doors except
for regularly scheduled painting of doors.

The owner is responsible for the purchase, insgtatiaand all maintenance costs of any storm or
screen doors.

The owner is responsible for damage caused by stosareen doors.

The owner is responsible for the replacement aairey window glass and screens.

Miscellaneous Architectural Modification Requests

Listed below are guidelines for commonly requesiedor changes to townhomes, which
incorporates numerous changes developed by the &f@®r Board of Directors to accommodate
the needs of a dynamic community. The list is bymeans exhaustivéAlways apply to the ACC
for any exterior change or modification subject to the following understanding:

To minimize restrictive micro-management of routhm@meowner decisions regarding landscaping
and property accents, the ACC need not review nmmagtifications, which are:

Non-electrical

Less than 18 inches in height

Temporarily located on concrete surfaces or in medicareas (e.g. Planters)
Not in common areas

Annual but not perennial plant specimens

Not a complication or added expense for the Assiocidandscaping crew

Annual flowers The planting of annual flowers for ornamental cofopact is encouraged. No
ACC approval is needed if the annual flowers doexaieed 18” in height (begonia, marigold,
mums, vinca, salvia, petunia, pansy, and impatiedl other types of flowers and flowering
shrubs exceeding 18” must have ACC approval.

Climbing plants Climbing plants such as ivy, jasmine, honeysuckie climbing roses are not
permitted on the exterior walls or fence of anyt asi they will interfere with maintenance and
increase the likelihood of insect infestation itite building. Climbing plants may be allowed only
on proper trelliswork. The ACC will carefully reaw requests for climbing plants.

Exterior window shuttersOnly the original shutters installed by the buildee permitted. No
additional exterior shutters will be allowed.
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SECTION 3 — GUIDELINES FOR LIVING AT LAKERIDGE

Note: It is the Responsibility of the Homeowner to Proeid Copy of
this Section to their Renters and/or Guests. Thei&r is Responsible
for Violations of these Guidelines by their Rentesad/or Guests

GROUNDS OVERVIEW

Although most exterior modifications are addressgarevious sections, several alterations overlap
into exterior grounds activities that homeownerd gamants may choose to initiate. Therefore,
information and regulations essential to both honresys and tenants are included in Section IV.

Modifications and Maintenance

1) The owner must apply to the Architectural Con@ommittee for its approvairior to
initiating any exterior modifications. (Refer te@ion Il.)

2) Modifications must be professionally constructgth durable materials.

3) Modifications may not impede access for anyoith authorized business on the lot.

4) Modifications may not create a potential addisibexpense for the Association.

5) Modifications may not encroach on common ground.

6) Modifications must be in scale and proportiotivihe surrounding property and structures.

7) The expense of maintenance of any modificatisiise responsibility of the owner and
subsequent purchasers of the unit. Owners reqgesibaifications may be required to
record a statement to this effect at their cosh whie Wake County Register of Deeds.

8) Every effort will be made by the ACC to assung enodifications conform and harmonize
with the architectural and landscape characterqamadity of the LakeRidge community.

Flags

Decorative flags of any kind may not be displayadofrom the exterior of any building, yard or
common area in LakeRidge. Only the flag of thetethiStates of America may be flown and
displayed.

Freestanding, ground anchored flagstaffs are notifted. Flag brackets may be mounted on any
exterior wall of the townhouse. The flag bracketstrbe placed at a level so the flag does not touch
the ground and so the flagstaff does not impedmndanger pedestrians or motor vehicles. Owners
shall be responsible for deterioration of buildoeagised by mounted of flagpole brackets.

“For Sale” or “For Lease” Signs

1. Signs may not be placed in any common area.

2. Signs must be placed on the unit property ontliizvthe mulched areas so as not to
interfere with lawn mowing and maintenance

3. Realty signs must be removed no later than sealemdar days after the house has been
sold and escrow closed.
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Holiday Lighting

Association restrictions on exterior and landsadipplay lighting aresuspended annually from
Thanksgiving Day until January 15the following year, as long as the decorativetligit

Does not endanger, or unreasonably disturb or vex@ence Association residents

Does not interfere with the operations of the laageg crew

Is removed from the exterior premises in its ehfit®y January 15

Owner is responsible for any damage caused bytallation, use or removal of Holiday
Lighting

Hot Tubs

Hot Tubs placed outside or on the rear patio aseadiraged; however there may be some
circumstances under which a hot tub could be amato8hould you wish to have an outside hot
tub, an architectural request must be made. Atrenmoim, a request must include provision for
screening such as landscape or hardscape to adggsetiude the hot tub from view.

Play Equipment

Preston Village, the Master Association, providesaeational area that is available to owners and
residents of LakeRidge. Therefore, permanent @taypment is not allowed on any lot.
Play equipment is prohibited in the common areas.
Basketball hoops, backboards and other sport goalprohibited.
Non-permanent play equipment is allowed on the o\wmear property as long as it:
1) Does not interfere with exterior maintenance lamneh mowing;
2) Is not left on the lawn or grass for more thamyfeight hours; and
3) Isin good condition

Items such as bicycles and toys must be removeud firent and rear (and side) yards, walks, entries
and patios when the items are not in use.

Residents are responsible for keeping non-permamayntquipment out of the way of landscaping
and maintenance crews, and for repairing any dasne@éesed to grounds or structures by any such
play equipment.

Signs

Owners (and their agents), tenants and guests ptgylate signs, of any kind along the streets or at
the entrances to the LakeRidge subdivision.

No sign may be attached directly to the outsidd afahe buildings, or to any plant, tree, or mail
kiosk.
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Grounds and Building Guidelines

Regulations and procedures for the grounds werelop&d with the goal of allowing as much
individual decision-making and the least amounintiision as possible within a framework of
consistency that would maintain and increase oopgmnty values. Many sensitive issues, such as
parking and pets, were reviewed. The Board of@ars adopted regulations after careful
deliberation. The Grounds Committee makes routigpections of yards and common areas and
reports to the Board of Directors any deficienarendscaping.

Animals and Pets

All residents must adhere to the Town of Cary ruéggarding pets, including:

Animals must be restrained at all times when nahentownhome.

Dogs and cats over four months old must be inoedlagainst rabies.

Any person owning or in charge of any dog/cat nnmshediately remove and properly dispose
of feces deposited by the dog/cat.

Public nuisance animals are prohibited.

(1.) A public nuisance animal is one that:
- Is repeatedly at large
Damages the property, including plants, of anyaherathan the owner
Is vicious
Causes fouling of the air from odors
By virtue of the number or type, is offensive ondarous to the public's health,
safety, or welfare
Makes disturbing noise
Is diseased or dangerous to the public's health
Causes unsanitary conditions of enclosures or sadiags

(2.) Animals may be left outside only wi&klLL THREE of the following conditions:
The animal must be under restraint
The animal must be on the owner's property
The person responsible for the animal must be @miehand supervising the animal

(3.) Doghouse or exterior pet pens are not perchiiteder any circumstances. Only indoor
pets are allowed.

(4.) The owner of the unit in which an animal resier is visiting is responsible for the cost
of repairing any damage caused to the unit antfAssociation by the animal.

Clotheslines

Exterior clotheslines are prohibited.

Commercial and Private Soliciting

Soliciting of any kind within LakeRidge is prohied.
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Garbage, Trash and Recyclable Materials

1) The Town of Cary provides trash and recyclingtamers.

2) All garbage, trash and recyclable materials rhessecured and kept inside containers or
plastic bags when placed at the curb for collection

3) Garbage and recycling containers must be stmmgdwithin garages.

4) Garbage and recycling containers should be glatéhe curb no earlier than 6 P.M. on
the evening before scheduled collection.

5) Garbage and recycling containers must be remfreedthe exterior before 8 P.M. on
the day collection was scheduled.

6) Disposal of any other garbage, including aniliiglr, trash or debris is not permitted
anywhere in LakeRidge or its common areas.

Cooking grills must be kept at least 2 feet from biuilding when placed on the rear patio.
Cooking grills must not be used underneath overklang

Noise

The following areprohibitedwithin LakeRidge:

1) Sounding of a horn or any other device on arhyole except as a danger signal.

2) Playing any musical instrument, radio, telewisiphonograph, or stereo in a manner that
disturbs the quiet or comfort of any person in agighboring unit(s).

3) Operating any motor vehicle without a propedgdtioning muffler or other noise-
diminishing device, which will effectively prevelttud or explosive noise.

4) Firing or discharging firearms.

5) The discharge of fireworks.

6) Keeping any animal that makes noise that distthib quiet or comfort of any person.

7) Any other activity that disturbs the quiet ondort of any person(s).

Occupancy of Units

Each unit may be occupied by the owner(s) and hieofamily, rented to one family (per unit), or
leased to a maximum of two unrelated individual®génames are recorded on a single lease.
Owners who occupy their units may not lease or aegtpart of their unit to others.

Units may not be remodeled to create separaterapat$ with private entrances.

Yards, Walks, Entries and Patios

Residents are responsible for keeping their fneaty (or side) yards, walks, entries and patios fre
of trash and litter.

Front, rear (or side) yards, porches and patiog matshbe used as storage areas for boxes, tools,
building supplies and other items that are not Igaasociated with these areas.

Outdoor furniture (lawn chairs, chaise loungesjeayis, etc.) or household furniture intended for
indoor use is not permitted to be permanently ketah front yards. These items must be moved to
the patio or other appropriate location daily.
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PARKING REGULATIONS

No Assigned Parking

1) There is no assigned parking within LakeRidge.

2) Residents are encouraged to park vehicles indlagn garages and/or driveways.

3) Residents may temporarily park their passengbicles only in designated common
parking areas, but may not park in these areageiyt

Areas of Prohibited Parking

Parking is not permitted by anyone in the followargas:

1) On grassed areas (to prevent damage to sprisjdéem and landscaping).
2) On streets (to prevent obstruction to emergamcyother vehicles).

3) Within ten feet of a fire hydrant.

4) On any portion of a walkway or sidewalk.

5) Blocking access to a mail kiosk.

Parking for Non-Residents

1) Parking by non-residents is permitted only whikdting residents.
2) Residents are responsible for ensuring thattgaethere to parking regulations.

Boats, Campers, Trailers, Limousines and Large Vebles

The exterior parking of boats, campers, trailerspusines, and oversized vehicles is prohibited in
LakeRidge.

Inoperable or Unreqistered Vehicles

1) Inoperable or unregistered motor vehicles antbmeehicles not displaying current license
plates may not be driven or parked within LakeRidgd common parking areas.
2) Inoperable or unregistered motor vehicles maioled at the owner’s expense.
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VEHICLE REGULATIONS

Vehicles Not Requiring Licenses

Operation of motorized vehicles that do not reqlaensing is not permitted within LakeRidge.
Golf carts of residents and landscaping equipmenercepted.

Areas Where Operation is Prohibited

Operation of any motorized vehicle, with the exaapbf maintenance vehicles authorized by the
Association, is not permitted on LakeRidge’s lawsidewalks, walking paths, common or wooded
areas without theprior authorization of the Board of Directors.

Repair of Vehicles

1) Only minor and emergency repairs to vehiclesadioaved on the premises.

2) Once initiated, repairs must be completed witbrty-eight hours.

3) Owners are responsible for the cost of repaiaimg damages to common areas caused by
vehicle repair work.

Speed Limit

The maximum speed limit within LakeRidge is 15 mifpeer hour

Upon a property owner becomidgnonthsdelinquent in assessments or late fee$400delinquent in
assessments or late fees, the Management Compalhgesid a notice to the property own@r)- informing
the property owner of the amount of the delingussiessments and the time period the assessments are
delinquent(2)- late fees are assessed, the current amount dékgeand the rate late fees will continue to
be assesseB)- the referenced account is being referred to tremdéiation Attorney for collection.

Upon a property owner becomifgnonthsdelinquent in assessments or late fee$600delinquent in
assessments or late fees, the Management Compalhyush the account over to an attorney acting on
behalf of the Homeowners Association. A letteld i sent to the property owner advising him ordfahe
outstanding balance and notifying him or her thizmwill be filed unless the account is paid utl or the
property owner contacts the attorney within fifteys to establish a payment plan. If the propantger
does neither, a lien will be filed.

Upon receiving direction from the LakeRidge Boafdwoectors, the Management Company shall initiate

foreclosure proceedings in accordance with Artidle Section 9 of the Declaration of Covenants,
Conditions and Restrictions for LakeRidge Townhames

Before construction can
begin, the ACC must approve plans and local bugigiermits acquired. Specific changes to the
structure must be spelled out with details. Neagsslactrical and plumbing must be performed by
licensed professionals. See Section 2.7 and 2 @ifiher information

Paint Specifications

STEP 3. Complete the application ameturn it only to the management companynot the ACCor
its members, with all detailed supporting documemtsessary. Keep a copy for your files.
(Applications are not considered until they haverbsubmitted to and logged by the management
company.)

STEP 4. The management company will copy and distributeatii@ication to the ACC or Board of
Directors, as appropriate. The management compiathe ACC may return the application for re-
submittal if it is not completed properly.

STEP 5. The ACC will review, and approve or disapprove d@pglication in a reasonable and timely
manner. The ACC generally meets once a month to consider pjications. The ACC may consider
routine applications through e-mail to expediterapgl if time and resources allow.

STEP 6. Once a determination is made, the ACC will retima application to the management
company, which forwards a copy of the decisiorhapplicant.

STEP 7. If an application is approved, the project may hegimediately upon receipt of the written
notice from the Associatioand appropriate permits. If the applicant receiveceoof disapproval, the
reasons and/or requirements will be noted on tpécgiion. The property owner may submit another
application or may forward any additional infornaatirequested by the ACC. The applicant may make a
written request to the ACC for a final decisiofithie ACC fails to provide a written decision withi
forty-five (45) days following an owner’s writteequest for a final decision, the modification viaé
deemed approved in its final form.

STEP 8. If an application is disapproved, the applicant nreake a written appeal for reconsideration
of the decision directly to the Board of Directarsf the ACCthrough the management company,
within thirty days of the date of disapproval.

STEP 9 SOME MODIFICATIONS REQUIRE TOWN OF CARY BUILDING PE RMITS. Even
